(1) This event, while not having an actual card entry in the MFA generated five reports. 

The reports concern the uncontrolled re-entry of the Soviet surveillance satellite 
Cosmos 954. The satellite carried a nuclear reactor and broke apart over Great Slave 
Lake, NWT leaving an 800 km trail of radioactive debris in its path. Interestingly, one 
report from Hay River, NWT commented that “heard [a] hissing noise on [its] first 
appearance in the west”.
